AHF Development Committee Charter

Proposal for Board Approval

The Charter of the Development Committee to be approved by the AHF Board at the June 8th 2011 meeting is:

1. Establishment

The AHF Board in the July 2010 Board Meeting and at the 2011 AGM approved the establishment of a Development Committee

2. Purpose

The purpose of the Committee is to work with all relevant stakeholders (including the States as the major stakeholders) to promote, grow and develop handball participation on a grassroots level. The committee will be responsible for supporting handball education, assisting the States with the dissemination of information and strategies (including those developed in other States) around junior development and club/state support structures. 

3. Authority

The Committee has the authority to meet with internal and external providers, stakeholders and associations that may assist with the development of handball, using appropriate Board communication processes. 

4. Responsibilities

The Committee will:

· Formulate and develop a Grassroots Development Strategic Plan in conjunction with the States.  
· Support the promotion of handball and foster increased participation. 

· Oversight the execution of educational frameworks. 

· Oversight the execution of coaching frameworks. 

· Oversight the execution of refereeing and accreditation frameworks. 

· Foster and encourage the States to build player retention and development. 

· Promote strong, healthy, inclusive clubs and communities. 

· Manage relationships with relevant external stakeholders in consultation with the Board  
· Define each year what the priorities and focus for the next 12 months will be

· Report to the Board and table minutes of the Committee meetings

5. Priorities for April 2011 – April 2012

· Develop a Grassroots Development Strategic Plan in consultation with the States, building on work they are doing 
· Develop a ‘standard’ education framework, building on any successful strategies the States may be doing  
· Initiate a feasibility study into the funding of grassroots handball, consulting the States and Board around the work they may have done with this already
· Work with the national Coaching developers to further implement the national coaching framework. 

· Assist with developing the existing content into an accredited course and implement a national refereeing and accreditation framework. 

· Work with the States to improve junior player development and retention. 

· Develop and propose state/club support structures. 

· Work with and involve state “development coordinators” on Subcommittee. 

· Enhance relationships with external stakeholders (Australian Sports Commission, Education Departments, AOC etc.) in conjunction with the Board. 
6. Membership

Members of the Committee will be Andrew Kelso, Matt Kelso (TBC), Coaching and Refereeing Directors, state development coordinators and other specialists to be determined  

7. Meetings

As required and with further smaller subcommittees for specific projects. There will be a minimum of 4 meetings per year, January, April, July and October unless special circumstances call for the holding of additional meetings, unless special circumstances call for the holding of additional meetings

8. Charter Review

The Charter shall be reviewed by the Committee from time to time. Proposed changes shall be submitted to the Board for approval
